From our friends at Conscious Discipline:

Have the Elf leave little notes that contain encouraging words and notices helpfulness:

“You (describe what the child did) so (describe how it contributed to others).
That was helpful!
Examples:

You cleaned up the race cars so no one would fall. That was helpful!
You reminded your Mom to put on her seatbelt so she would be safe. That was helpful!

Have your elf surprise people with Random Acts of Kindness around the home. For example, he could
make someone's bed or pick up trash. Leave the elf on the bed or near the trash can when the job is
done.
